Massive protests planned for in Buenos Aires, Argentina

Gagged website, or a technical fault? 

From the 15 of September the website of the Unión Argentina de Inquilinos (Argentine Union of Tenants) has been shut down. Having asked the reason for this shut down the Chancellery that administers the dominions of Internet in Argentina, had lowered the page of www.inquilinos.org.ar because it considered that the dominion had expired. 
This unusual explanation is unacceptable without previous warning. This site is part of the public service to all those who have problems as tenants, by electronic mail or with the system of chat. 
The circumstance is as much more serious, as opposed to the injustice and speculative increase of rents that comes producing in the country, this organization has summoned even a protest to be made on the International Tenants´ Day, which is commemorated on the first Monday of October every year, October 3 in 2005. 
This day coincides with the UN Habitat Day, established by the United Nations, taking care of that the Universal Declaration of the Human rights, in 1948, established that the house is a protected right (Article 25, Inc.. 1). 

The rents multiplied by 5 (500 %) in August, with reference to the rate of inflation. 
In the previous months of June and July, the rents were duplicated with regard to the inflation. In the picture of a country of which 20 % of the population is not remunerated, 40% work informally and 40% live below the line of poverty. These increases of rents produce a degradation of the house, and violate the human rights of the renters consecrated in local constitutional norms that is incorporated in the positive legislation by means of the Constitutional Reformation of 1994 (Inc. Art. 75. 22 of the National Constitution), as much the Universal Declaration of the Human rights of 1948 (Article 25, interjection 1º) like the Convention of Economic, Social and Cultural Rights of 1966 (Article 11). 
It has been indicated that this situation has very serious social influences. 
Only in the city of Buenos Aires with a total of 950,000 dwellings more than 300,000 are rented. This means that more than one million people are affected. The situation has been described by the Global Tenant magazine, August 2005 edition, the publication of the International Union of Tenants in Stockholm, Sweden and with 45 member countries.

Plans for a noisy October 3rd!

The Argentina Union of Tenants has summoned to a protest as opposed to the existing situation, with of blackout of lights and cacerolazo  (a typical form of protest when the people beat pans and pots). The International Tenants´ coincides with the pre-electoral process.

The question is of particular importance when it is perceived that the chancellor Rafael Bielsa, who heads the list of candidates of the office to National Deputies for the next elections of the 23 of October. Its ministry is the person in charge of the administration of the dominions of Internet. 
Rafael Bielsa is an expert in the matter since he has been adviser to the government in diverse computer and science matters, including the military governments of Argentina and Chile. 

Consequently the Argentina Union de Inquilinos protests: The immediate replacement of its page Web and the cease of the censorship of its reclamations.
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
