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After the national elections in June 2002 the position of SON CR is stronger also because of our activities with governmental and municipality bodies. 
Lots of our representatives are members of local and regional autonomies. 
- SON´s Vice-Chairman Milan Taraba is the housing policy advisor of Prime Minister. - Mr Karel Hanauer, of also SON, is advisor to Ministry of Industry and Commerce. 
- Ms Zuzana Feldmanova, SON, is Chairman of Legislative Council of Government. 
Nine of our representatives are members of Parliament and our Chairman Mr. Stanislav Krecek is MP and candidate of Constitutional Court. 
We are also in regular contacts with politicians and decision makers to keep them informed about tenant’s problems and needs. 
Our aim, at this moment, is in adoption of New Rent Law even if there is no big political will to do it. Right-wing parties are against because the law is too social and for communists it is too asocial!
New Rent Law
Actually, we are in the situation that the new rent law is in the Parliament to be discussed and in autumn this year it is supposed to be adopted. That is why the relations between the landlords and tenants are adjusted by Civil Code i.e. the increasing of rent could be done only in accordance between the tenant and landlord, who can go to the court. Till now there is no case in advantage of landlords. 

SON is publishing a lot of articles about the need for this rent law to be adopted as soon as possible. This new law will hopefully eliminate the disputes and to have a security of tenure. 

This is the reason of increasing our legal advisory services in whole country, in 53 local SON organizations. Our aim is to help to the tenants, and coop tenants who become the members of SON CR paying the membership fee.

National Information Centre for Housing
Thanks to the contacts of our representatives and due to actual situation in law when a lot of tenants needs our help in negotiations with landlords we have been successful in dealing with the Ministry for Regional Development. In co-operation with the Association of Coop Housing of CR the first National Information Center for Housing was opened in September in the city center of Prague. 
There is a possibility for everybody who needs legal advise to come there, or to phone, from Monday to Friday. We, SON, arrange this service for them.

Youth council and co-operation with trade unions
SON is working with Youth Council. Members are from left-wing political parties presenting our opinions by themselves. 
We continue in co-operation with 18 Trade Unions providing the legal advisory for their members.

Media relations

SON is also very active in co-operation with the media. Every week there is somebody of our representatives in TV. Mr. Krecek, Mr Taraba and Mr Hanauer are publishing newspaper articles and books about housing in the Czech Republic. Lots of our members are doing the same in their regions. 
IUT and Prague/SON
IUT Regional Office in Prague is in permanent contact with the coordinator for East European countries and IUT Vice-Chairman Mr. Heinz Barta. 
We have had a meeting of Visegrad Group 4 in Bratislava last November helping our Slovak partners to obtain some financial resources from Slovak Ministry for Building and Regional Development. 
IUT Regional Office has also very good contacts with Dresden Mieterverein (former DDR) and we are trying to establish co-operations with neighboring Poland, Germany and Austria in the future.  

The future aim of Czech Union of Tenants is to give consideration to all categories of tenants – living in rental and coop flats or small owners, who have been forced to privatization of their own flats by municipalities.
