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QUESTIONNAIRE
Association of tenants from Serbia „Habitat“is dealing with protection of basic human right-right on affordable and adequate living for all tenants category. One of priority is to commit the state to create conditions that will secure adequate and affordable housing, and one of important item is that housing costs don’t suppose to imperil existential needs of individual or family. Now days, for rent and monthly costs, individual pay more than 100% of their incomes.
Last decade bring series problems in housing sector, as a result of negative economic politics, war crisis on territory of ex SFRJ, big migrations of  population and failing big state-social companies that have great role in investment in housing building area in socialist period. One of important characteristics of housing politic was privatization of apartments in state ownership-sailing apartments to beneficiary of housing right. In the same time rental housing politic was totally disregarded. 

One of big problems in Serbia is unemployment. Huge number of our members is in imperiled social category, leaving on the edge of poorness and don’t have money for basic human needs. There is no opportunity for these people to find new job and become employee and take bank credit and maybe solve their housing problem in that way. 
Today, Serbia is dealing with economic consequences of bed economic politics in more than ten years that is worsened with conflict in region and economic sanctions. Now days, Serbia is going through transitional period, most of big state companies are in private ownership and great number of employee are jobless and without opportunity to take care of  their families. It is very hard for those people to find new working place because of the fact that on of the  limited factor is age, most of them are in forth decade of life.

“Habitat“, together with NGO “Pensioner” create questionnaire. Participants in this questionnaire answered the questions under theirs full identity which means that they are responsible for correctness of data. Questions refer to housing conditions, conditions of working and living, so this kind of questionnaire representing also kind of a social card. Questionnaire includes questions that refer to family members, sources of incomes, living conditions, rent, tenant’s status and contribution into state housing fund during past years. Questions are separate in three parts. 
First part is referring to general figures: name, surname, address, telephone number, etc. Second part is refers to living and housing condition generally, number of family members, incomes, rent range, running cost range, and relation of this two. 
Third group of questions refer to contributions into state housing fund, and questions about solving their housing situation. 

Participation in this questionnaire was on voluntary basis. We drafted questionnaire and distributed to several towns in Serbia: Prijepolje, Nova Varoš, Petrovac, Užice, Beograd, Novi Sad, Kruševac, Kraljevo, Bojnik, Loznica, Leskovac…

On the parallel level, we organized seminars and take actions in local radio stations. Main topics of seminars were questionnaire, participants in that process, methodology and purpose of examination. All actors in collecting data met with center working, methodology of collecting data and with purpose of examination. Also, representatives of local syndicate organizations were present on this meeting. Till now, we have 6000 questionnaires entered in our program in Center with tenants housing and living conditions data. Purpose of this questionnaire is to show housing situation in Serbia; also to make visible life of 2/3 of population which could easy been defined as vulnerable groups of society. That means that majority of population in Serbia are too poor to move, and to poor to stay in the housing stock. According to World Bank report from 2005, Serbia has the biggest disparity between average incomes and high of renting in post-socialistic countries and just to be precisely, while we talk about rent in Serbia that means that one is paying just for walls, and usually for other expenses water, electricity, etc, one need to pay extra rent.

The next phase is forming a team of people that will start to negotiate with representatives of state that are in charge for housing, and present those data that “Habitat” collected. We plan to lobby for all those who paid money for so many years in housing fund and for all other categories that don’t have solve housing problems. All of these we are going to do with NGO Modus.

Towns/municipalities-basic figures (nr. inhabitants, economy, and percentage of unemployment)

Till now we have analyze data from following towns:

Belgrade – Capital of Serbia. Consist of 17 municipalities-10 in city area and 7 in suburb. By the last census of inhabitants, Belgrade has 1 576.124 inhabitants of different nationality. Percentage of unemployment in Belgrade is under average percentage of unemployment in Serbia and amount to .18, 3 %.

Analyze data included in this report are from municipality Surcin (percentage of unemployment 8, 4%), Novi Beograd (percentage of unemployment 17 %), Voždovac (percentage of unemployment 23, 7%) i Rakovica (percentage of unemployment 30, 4%)

Bijeljina- Most of employees is in state companies. The essences of economy development are agriculture and industry. 
Bojnik- This municipality have about 13 000 inhabitants. Characteristic for this municipality is negative demographic movement and negative percentage of natural increment. Most of inhabitants are engage in agriculture. There is presence of relatively high real and evident unemployment. Percentage of unemployment is over average in Serbia and amount 39, 4 %.

Kruševac- Center of Rasin County. Town has 65 000 inhabitants, and there are over a 

145 000 inhabitants on territory of municipality Krusevac and 101 settlement. The essences of economy are metal-modification industry and chemical industry. In process of privatization this days are 12 companies, and 19 others are already privatize. Percentage of unemployment is over average in Serbia and amount 29, 3 %.

Leskovac- Center of Jablanica County. In 144 settlements and in city Leskovac live 

162 000 inhabitants. The essence of economy in this region is textile industry. Percentage of unemployment in Leskovac is over average in Serbia and amount 31, 9 %.

Loznica- Belong to Macva County. There are 86 413 inhabitants. Main point of economy is agriculture, tourism and modification industry. Percentage of unemployment is over average in Serbia and amount 38, 4 %.

Prijepolje- Municipality Prijepolje embracing 82 settlements with 46 525 inhabitants, and town on self has 17 000 inhabitants. It is developing textile, shoemaker industry, metal and chemical industry, building industry, agriculture. Most of working people are employing in state-social sector. Percentage of unemployment is over average in Serbia and amount 

42, 8 %.

Uzice- Center of Zlatibor County. In this municipality live about 83 000 inhabitants. The essence of economy is industry of reproduction materials, making metals and chemical products. It is also develop tourism, communication and trading. Percentage of unemployment is over average in Serbia and amount 26, 9 %.

Valjevo- It is headquarters of Valjevo municipality and Kolubara County. There leave about 61 000 inhabitants. Characteristics of economy are metal and agriculture-food complex. All big companies in this region are in transitional period-restructuring and privatization process today. Percentage of unemployment amount 22, 7 %.

Zemun- Percentage of unemployment is under average and amount 23, 5 %.
